Our therapeutic riding program began 
in the late 1970s and has flourished 
under the dedicated leadership of 

Carolyn Bailey, Master Therapeutic Riding 
Instructor since the early 1980s. Certified 
through the Professional Association of 
Therapeutic Horsemanship International 
(PATH Int’l), formerly the North Ameri-
can Riding for the Handicapped Association 
(NARHA), Carolyn has played a pivotal 
role in the growth and success of our pro-
gram. In 2024, we’re lucky to also have Adri-
ene Kramer, Certified Therapeutic Riding 
Instructor, who, like Carolyn, shares a deep 
connection with The Riding Centre.

Over the years, Carolyn has positively 
impacted countless lives, teaching hun-
dreds of therapeutic students, including 
Kurtis Backs. Sixteen years ago, Kurtis, at 
age six, started riding Honey Pepper, ini-
tially “back-riding” with Carolyn, which is 
when the therapeutic instructor rides along 
with the student, supporting the student’s 
body weight so they can be fully upright, 
while a leader guides the horse. Kurtis was 
only able to back-ride into adulthood.

The pandemic and PATH Int’l rule

changes caused The Riding Centre to 
no longer offer this therapy, and it was 

not clear whether Kurtis would be able 
to ride mostly unsupported. However, 
through experimentation and multiple 
volunteer teams assisting, Kurtis has been 
able to ride solo. He continues his weekly 
therapeutic riding in season on his old pal 
Honey Pepper, with his group of volunteer 
fans, who look forward to his big smile as 
they ride down the bike path together. 

From Kurtis’s mom, Jenelle: 
Over the past sixteen years, from age 

six until now at twenty-three, Kurtis has 
been riding Honey Pepper for equestrian 
therapeutic riding to help with his cere-
bral palsy. The riding has improved his 
posture, head control, and muscle tone 
relaxation, and has helped stretch his leg 
and hip extensions over the years. Kurtis 
is also assisted by some of the best volun-
teer side walkers, who help provide him 
support in sitting. Thanks so much to 
them for all their time. So much enjoy-
ment and smiles say it all, as Kurtis con-
tinues to ride and work on improvements. 
The next riding season can’t come soon 
enough. Kurtis and Honey Pepper are the 
perfect dynamic duo!
